II.
Academic Interests
Describe the factors that have led to your internship decision and the educational opportunities offered by this experience.

III.
Project Plan
Be as specific as possible in describing the organization where you wish to do your internship. Detail the tasks and activities that you will be performing. What are potential senior project ideas?

IV.
Meeting Educational Goals
Experience has shown that students are more likely to have a successful internship when their goals are in line with the activities, needs, and goals of the sponsoring organization. During the Internship, you will be required to set your learning objectives. The first step toward establishing your objectives is determining your goals.
